We 

should examine areas of our 

own lives that are less than 

perfect, and look for clues 

that say “Maybe this is why.” 

I recently read about a 

church which had been able 

to attract lots of visitors, but 

few stayed long enough to 

become members.  One visi-

tor finally gave them a clue.  

He said, “Before your wor-

ship service began, I sat by 

myself and watched your 

members hugging and greet-

ing each other, laughing and 

joking together...and not a 

single person spoke to me.”  

What about your church’s 

approach to new people?  

Could this be a stumbling 

block to growth for your 

congregation?
